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The AB212 on board ITS GARIBALDI is an Anti-submarine warfare and Anti-surface 
warfare helicopter. The AB 212ASW is a Turbo Prop Twin Engine Helicopter with a 2 
blades semi-rigid main rotor system and a prominent radar dome above the pilots 
cockpit. The crew requested to conduct a mission is made by 2 pilots and 
2 operators. The AB212 has the possibility to change in several intermediate
confi gurations in order to conduct a large spectrum of missions, as a matter of fact, 
the AB212 was deployed in the main operational activities the Italian Navy 
participated to.
